Coming-of-Age Memoir Writing Prompt
In our book Catcher in the Rye, Holden Caulfield is trying to hold onto his childhood while simultaneously wanting to be more of an adult.    For Holden, it seems like his brother’s death made him have to grow up before he was ready.  Did anything ever happen to you that caused you to grow up in a hurry?  Write a coming-of-age story about a time when you went through a rite of passage, or a milestone of maturation, that caused you to see/accept life with all its glory and misery.  It might be a story of accepting responsibility, or of losing some aspect of your childhood fantasies, or of seeing your life with a sadder-but-wiser perspective, or of having an experience so transcendent and exhilarating that you suddenly understood the meaning of life.
Your memoir must be: MLA format, 2-3 pages, use the elements of narrative writing listed on the narrative writing page, represent your own “coming-of-age” story, and have little to no mechanical errors.
